The international community must move quickly to address the urgent neg
for food, firewood or other cooking fuel, shelter, water, security and health
care. And the assistance must be provided in ways that serve the most
vulnerable and don't expose them to additional risks. This means ensuring
women, girls, persons with disabilities and other vulnerable persons can s
obtain their fair share of assistance. It means stepping up essential health
for pregnant women and newborns, providing adequate medical care and
mental health services for survivors of sexual violence, and including basig
hygiene and sanitary materials in assistance packages.
